Applicator spatulas, dishes, equipment attachments, etc., must be properly cleaned and returned to the dispensary upon completion of use. All supplies to be dispensed in proper containers also refer to the State Board of Health Rules and Regulations and the Colorado Office of Cosmetology/Esthetics.

Rules and Regulations:
· Soiled towels must be placed immediately in the covered container provided for each area of service. 

· Soiled towels need to be washed and dried throughout the workday. All students are responsible for keeping up the laundry throughout the day. In addition, students will be assigned specific sanitation duties.

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C.R.S.: 12-59-115, LAW 20; concerning a school that ceases operation:


(7)(a)
In the event that a private occupational school ceases operation, the division shall be authorized to make demand on the surety of such school upon demand for a refund by a student or the implementation of a train-out for the students of such school, and the surety shall pay the claim due in a timely manner. To the extent practicable, the division shall use the amount of the bond to provide train-out for students of the private occupational school ceasing operation through a contract with another approved private occupational school, or any other training arrangement acceptable to the division. The train-out 

C.R.S.: 12-59-115, LAW 20; provided to a student shall replace the original enrollment agreement or contract between the student and the private occupational school ceasing operation; except that the tuition and fee payments shall be made by the student as required by the original enrollment agreement or contract. (7)(b) Any student enrolled in a private occupational school ceasing operation who declines the train-out required to be offered pursuant to paragraph (a) of this subsection (7) may file a claim with the division for the student’s prorated share of the prepaid, unearned tuition and fees paid by each student subject to the limitations of paragraph (c) of this subsection (7). No subsequent payment shall be made to a student, unless proof of satisfaction of any prior debt to a financial institution is submitted in accordance with the department of education rules and regulations concerning the administration of this section. 

(7)(c) If the amount of the bond is less than the total prepaid unearned tuition and fees which have been paid by students at the time the private occupational school ceased operation, the amount of the bond shall be prorated among such students. (7)(d) The provisions of this subsection (7) shall be applicable only to those students enrolled in the private occupational school at the time it ceases operation, no new students shall be enrolled therein. (7)(e) The division shall be designated as the trustee for all prepaid, unearned tuition and fees, student loans, Pell grants, and other student financial aid assistance in the event that an approved private occupational school ceases operation. (7)(f)
The division shall determine whether the offering of a train-out for students enrolled in an approved private occupational school ceasing operation is practicable without federal government designation of the division as trustee for student loans, Pell grants, and other student financial aid assistance pursuant to paragraph (e) of this subsection (7)
Levels of Corrective Action (Grievance) 

A student may be advised by NuAge Para-Medical Esthetics & Laser College administration regarding attendance, academic grades or conduct by any of the following actions:

VERBAL WARNING: A student will be verbally informed of the violation they committed the violation will be discussed and discontinuance will be required. The student will be briefed about further repercussions should the behavior continue.

PROBATION:  A written warning, involving a designated period of time, not more than 30 days. Further violations during such time will result in suspension and /or termination

SUSPENSION:  A defined period of time to be no longer than 30 days. During suspension the student is still considered enrolled. All accounts, and homework needs to be caught up before re-entry.

TERMINATION: Termination of a student is defined as no longer clocking hours by the student’s voluntary withdrawal or dismissed by the school. Student complaints may be filed on-line within 2yrs at: www.state.co.us/dpos. Attempting to resolve any issue with the school first is strongly encouraged.  Complaints may be filed by a student or guardian at any time online with the Division of Private Occupational Schools (DPOS) within two years from the student’s last date of attendance or at any time prior to the commencement of training at http://highered.colorado.gov/dpos, 303-862-3001.

This training is open to mature female and males who meet the following requirements:

1. Future students must be 18 years old. (Exceptions will be brought before the board and staff for review) Exceptions must request an interview in writing.

2. Have an interest or experience in massage therapy, nursing, dermatology, dental assisting, physician’s assistants, nutrition or the medical field.
3. Have a High School diploma, GED and/or a license (certification) in an esthetics or skin care-related profession.

4. Meet with the school advisor, director and/or registrar.

5. Pay their tuition or deposit, no payment plans are available with out interest rate being charged. 

Tuition fees

Student fees are payable by check, money order, Western Union wire, or Visa, MasterCard via or in the following ways:

1. Pay full tuition fee balance upon acceptance at enrollment

_OR

2. Deposit of $1000.00 upon acceptance applied to your tuition balance payable by check or cash. O% financing is available to those who qualify. 
3. For class over 300 hours long the remaining balance can be paid in monthly installment payments. The first due the 1st day of class. An agreement must be signed if this option is chosen, and a credit report will be done.

4. Stand Alone Tuition for Courses are payable in full by the 1st day of class. Credits given when all services performed by student only and sanitation duties marked off. All cash tips are to be maintained by the student. 

5. Students enrolling in multiple courses like the: esthetics stand alone and Para-medical esthetics & laser programs can be allowed a discount for their tuition if they qualify, see the financial advisors for contracts.

Para- Medical Esthetics & Laser Student kit is an additional $620.00- due the first day of class, (check with instructors if your provide your own supplies to meet the school’s standards) includes Lab Coat, Scrubs, Extractors, Brushes for Mineral Cosmetics, Tweezers and other skin care supplies and basic nutritional products, depending on course enrollment. Tuition deposit of $1000.00 applied against the balance of the course. Lab fees and school examination fees are included. Student kit is the sole responsibility of the student. Any replacement is at the student’s expense.

Refund policy for programs
Students not accepted by the school and students who cancel enrollment in licensure programs in writing within three business days are entitled to a full refund of all tuition and fees paid. Students, who withdraw after three business days, but before commencement of classes, are entitled to a full refund of all tuition and fees paid except a cancellation charge of $150.00 or 25% of the contract price which ever is less; this applies regardless of whether or not the student has started on-site training. The school will also refund monies due to students who are on an approved leave of absence and notify the school they are not returning, or students who have been expelled. In the case of students withdrawing after commencement of classes, the school will retain a cancellation charge of $150.00 plus a percentage of tuition and fees, which is based on the percentage of contact hour completed, regardless of the hours available, as described in the below table.

This course is for students who want to receive more education and experience in Para-medical & laser skin care than the standard 600-hours required for licensing in Colorado to pass a state exam in esthetics. When the Para-medical esthetics students receive a passing score on course work, a diploma is granted as “Certified Laser Specialist” Course. This course is not suited for some students looking only to get enough information to operate lasers & do injectables on their own. You MUST contract with a Supervising medical physician to operate as a Para-Medical Esthetician or Certified Laser Specialist. Our Para-medical esthetics & laser programs are not part of the 600-hour esthetics program for Colorado state licensure. 

Rules and Regulations

Attendance and Absences: Students are expected to attend class on time. Repeated absence or lateness is not accepted, and may result in dismissal. Students absent over three days will be charged makeup time. Submit request for absence in writing. A copy of school rules and policies are given at orientation. Special classes and quest lectures cannot be duplicated for absentees. 

Make-up Time: After the course the student is enrolled in is completed, they will be allowed to make up the time. Make-up time is charged to the student at $12 an hour. 

Approved Leave of Absence/Postponement: The leave must be arranged, approved, and in advance with the school counselor/and or instructor. Student postponement of courses must be in writing and agreed to in advance by the Schools Director, for it to not have an effect on the refunded amount, if at a later date the student withdraws for courses. Any student who withdraws or is terminated will be charged a $150.00 termination fee.

Satisfactory Achievement Policy: To be considered as satisfactory a student must maintain a specific grade average to maintain the pace leading toward receiving a diploma. Some courses are broken down into quarters of equal hours, in which evaluations will be made regarding satisfactory progress. 

Grades: The students must maintain a 75% average per quarter to graduate, and maintain it for 4 quarters. If the student passes one section but fails another, they may retake the failed portion. Student will be tested on theory, clinical, and spa procedures. Failed quarterly exams will need to be re-taken and the $100 charge paid.

Probation: A probation list is compiled each month. The following will place you on that list:

1. Grades below 70%   (removed when student grades go above 75%)

Grading:

90-100% = Distinction          80-89% = Recognition 

76-79% = Passing                Below 75% = Fail

Finals for the State Boards are expected to be a minimum of 76%

Recognition will be given for the highest sales and appointments scheduled in each course. Scheduling and Sales are important aspects of obtaining a position with some employers, so student records of them will be kept for reference. 

Final Exam, Projects and Retakes:  The final exam consists of a practical exam, and a theory exam paper. The practical is given by the instructor in person and includes oral questions. The theory exam consists of a series of questions requiring multiple choice and essay style answers. Students have five hours to complete the theory exam, however students with English as a second language will be given extra time. Student may re-take the failed exams at a charge of $100.00 for either the theory or practical.

Tests: Scheduled on a regular basis, for theory, practical, esthetics and Spa massage procedures.

Appeals: The student may appeal the decision of unsatisfactory progress. The operational manager may determine the student has made satisfactory progress towards their diploma despite the failure to maintain a satisfactory grade average. 

Termination and Re-admission: Students who are terminated are subject to the school refund policy. Dismissed students may apply to be re-admitted.

Conduct:  Students must comply with schools rules and regulations. Inappropriate conduct by the student or endangering reputation and property of the school or welfare of others my result in dismissal. Any student caught stealing, or defacing and damaging property will be subject to a fine and dismissal. Students are expected to observe silence and a quiet ‘spa-like’ manner during clinical and workshop hours. No un-necessary noise is allowed. Your best image is important to project at all times. You are expected to acquire the skills that are generally accepted to obtain a professional career in the workplace, and maintaining a professional appearance is part of that training. 

Professional Dress Code: Students are to wear soft-soled (for quiet comfort), closed toe shoes in a black color. Medical/surgery black scrubs are required to be worn during class hours. Earrings that are gold or silver studded and wedding bands are the only jewelry allowed. No denim of any type, style is allowed. Students are training to work in highly skilled professional medical offices and that training extends to their personal appearances. Long hair must be pulled back from face. Fingernails must be kept short and un-varnished (the products react to the chemistry) Lab coats must be worn during class hours at all times, with name badges displayed. 

Hygiene:  Student’s personal cleanliness is important to the good of themselves and others around them. Check your breath, hair, nails and body odors, no perfume is allowed in the school due to allergy sensitivities of those around you, and our clients.

Sanitation and Disinfections: Student’s tools, work area, and product area must be sanitized, and kept clean at all times. Students must follow the strict guidelines of cleanliness and disinfections for all procedures and protocols. Sterile equipment, tools and workstations are mandatory to protect the students and clients. It is the responsibility of everyone to make sure this is consistent throughout the course. 

Breaks: Students have a 15-minute break for snacks every day/evening that is non-credit. The instructor will announce when the break starts and ends. 

Visitors: Visitors are allowed only at the front door. Classes shall not be interrupted, except for emergencies. Guests are to be informed of the time appointed to them for their treatment sessions and respect the privacy of others by using a “Spa voice”, and no cells phones.

Phone calls: Cell phones are to be turned off during class times. Personal calls are to be made off premises. Phones can only be used on an emergency basis. 

Parking: Students are responsible for all parking expenses, if any, incurred. 

Smoking: No smoking is allowed on school premises, within 200 feet of the building doors. Any student who currently smokes is asked to undergo a program in smoking cessation to better exemplify the values of the NuAge Para-Medical Esthetics & Laser College LLC. 

Class size: 1-6 students per instructor, per course. Limited space and times are available, so advance enrollment is necessary. Your name will be added to a waiting list until space is available, so be ready to pay your tuition and fees at that time.

Employment assistance: After graduation you will be eligible for mid to advanced employment. Employers, regarding graduates contact NuAge Para-Medical Esthetics & Laser College LLC. The school makes no guarantee of employment. However it is in the school’s best interest to have its students obtain the highest possible position in the industry. Current law prohibits any school to use placement assistance as an inducement for enrollment.
